ESSAY: Use 8 2” x 11” white paper; type or use a computer. Limit the essay to two pages
(single sided) and should include how the additional education they are seeking will help them
achieve their goals and/or objectives.

TRANSCRIPT: Candidates shall be required to submit a sealed original transcript, (not
photocopy) of their educational record along with their scholarship application.
